The frozen extremes of the earth

The Arctic in the north and the Antarctic in the south are at opposite ends of the planet,
but they are similar in many ways. Both are lands of ice and snow, where the temperature in
winter can be so low that your skin can freeze in seconds — it can be as low as —80°C. Very few
animals are able to survive these conditions, but there are some both in the north and in the
south.
