Development Of Degrees
Academic degrees have been in use for about
800 years; the first one recorded was the
Doctor of Civil Law conferred by the
University of Bologna (Italy) in the middle of
the 12th century. This was followed by the
Doctor of Canon Law and Doctor of Divinity
and, in the 13th century, by doctorates in
medicine, grammar, logic, and philosophy.
The use of degrees spread from Bologna to the
other European universities. Originally the
doctor’s and master’s degrees were used
interchangeably, each indicating that the
holders were qualified to teach, and the titles
of Master, Doctor, and Professor were
synonymous. On the other hand, the
bachelor’s or baccalaureate degree (from Latin
baccalaureus, a bachelor of arts) was used to
indicate the entrance upon a course of study
preparatory to the doctorate or mastership, and
not achievement. Gradually, however, it came
to mean successful completion of one level of
study preparatory to a higher degree. The use
of academic degrees spread to British
universities from the Continent and was
extensively developed, especially at Oxford
and Cambridge universities.

Ethical principles in the work of a psychologist-consultant
In the activities of a counseling psychologist, when providing them with psychological
assistance, there are some principles and requirements, the implementation of which is
mandatory. The existence of different ethical codes for the activities of a professional
psychologist in different countries and psychological communities is due to the fact that there are
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no unambiguous and simple answers to the ethical and moral problems that arise in
psychological practice. These principles are necessary to ensure that the provision of
psychological assistance is not only more effective and meaningful, but also socially acceptable.
Many works on this topic discuss various difficult situations, in particular, how a consultant
should behave if during the reception he learns that his client is plotting or committed an
antisocial act, if he sees signs of beatings or other violence on the body of a child, if parents want
to know something about their secretive teenage child, as well as many others. In some
countries, non-compliance with professional principles and requirements can lead to the loss of a
psychologist's diploma, the right to practice and offer his professional services, etc.

It is very difficult and hardly possible to distinguish between the ethical principles of
psychological assistance in general and psychological counseling. Among the most important
ethical principles of psychological counseling, the following are traditionally distinguished:

A benevolent and nonjudgmental attitude towards the client is “a whole range of
professional behavior aimed at making the client feel calm and comfortable.” The counselor
must be able to listen carefully to the client (for example, using the technique of active listening),
trying to understand him without judging, as well as provide psychological support and
assistance.

Orientation of the psychologist to the norms and values of the client - the psychologist
focuses on the norms and values of the client, and not on socially accepted norms and rules,
which can allow the client to be sincere and open. A relationship of accepting and respecting the
client's values is not only an opportunity to express support for the client, but also an opportunity
to influence those values in the future if they become seen in the counseling process as an
obstacle to the normal life of a person.

Prohibition to give advice - a psychologist, even despite his professional and life
experience and knowledge, cannot give guaranteed advice to a client, in particular because the
client's life and the context of its course are unique and unpredictable and the client is the main
expert in his own life, in while the psychologist usually acts as an expert in other areas, in
particular in the ways of building relationships with the client, as well as in the theory of
psychological assistance. In addition, giving advice means taking responsibility for the life of the
client if he uses it, which does not contribute to the development of his personality. In addition,
by giving advice, the psychologist can change his professional position, and by accepting advice,
the client can also change his position towards greater passivity and a superficial attitude to what
IS happening. Often, in this case, any failures in the implementation of the advice by the client
can be attributed to the psychologist, as the authority who gave the advice, which prevents the
client from understanding his active and responsible role in the events happening to him.

Anonymity - no information communicated by the client to the psychologist can be
transferred without his consent to any organizations and other persons, including relatives or
friends. At the same time, there are exceptions (about which the psychologist must warn the
client in advance), specially noted in the legislation of the country, in accordance with the laws
of which the professional activity of the psychologist is carried out.

The distinction between personal and professional relationships is a principle-requirement
for a consultant, associated with a number of psychological phenomena that affect the process of
psychological assistance.

Academic Conference

Conference as a form of organization of scientific activity has been known for many
centuries. The first historically recorded conference was in 416 BC in Greece.
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A conference is a meeting of people that “confer” about a topic. An academic conference
is a conference for researchers to present and discuss their work. Together with academic or
scientific journals, conferences provide an important channel for exchange of information
between researchers.

Conferences are usually organized either by a scientific society or by a group of
researchers with a common interest.

The meeting is announced by way of a “Call For Papers” or a “Call For Abstracts”, which
lists the meeting’s topics and tells prospective presenters how to submit their abstracts or papers.
A call for papers (CfP) is a method used for collecting articles or conference presentations. A
CfP is usually sent to interested parties, describing the broad theme, the occasion for the CfP,
formalities such as what kind of abstract (summary) has to be submitted to whom and a deadline.
Prospective presenters are usually asked to submit a short abstract of their presentation, which
will be reviewed before the presentation is accepted for the meeting. (An abstract is a brief
summary of a research article, thesis, review, or any in-depth analysis of a particular subject or
discipline, and is often used to help the reader quickly ascertain the paper’s purpose).

Generally, work at the conference is presented in the form of short, concise presentations
lasting about 10 minutes, usually including discussion. The work may be published in the
conference proceedings, the latter being the collection of academic papers that are published in
the context of an academic conference. They are usually distributed as printed books after the
conference has closed. Proceedings contain the contributions made by researchers at the
conference. They are the written record of the work that is presented to fellow researchers.

Often there are one or more keynote speakers (usually scholars of some standing),
presenting a lecture that lasts an hour or so, and which is likely to be advertised before the
conference. Panel discussions, roundtables on various issues, workshops may be part of the
conference.

A large meeting will usually be called a conference, while a smaller is termed a
workshop. They might be single track or multiple track, where the former has only one session at
a time, while a multiple track meeting has several parallel sessions with speakers in separate
rooms speaking at the same time.

Conference activity forms an important part of the career of any researcher. For masters it
IS an important way of participating in academic debate, and “showcasing” their own work.
Conference is a way of raising their individual profiles, and a springboard for future
publications. “Conference culture” acquisition suggests the development of communication and
oral presentation skills of masters, abilities of delivering material in a public forum and
defending their ideas.

Participation in the conference

abstract would be published in Conference Proceedings.

| immediately filled in the preliminary application form and mailed it without delay.
After that | was to submit a short abstract of my paper (one printed page) before the deadline.

Finally, my abstract was accepted and | started preparing my report.

I will never forget the first conference day. The conference started at 9 a. m. with the
registration of attendees. Before the plenary session | had some time to get acquainted with other
participants, to look through the latest information, to buy some booklets about the conference
work. | was particularly interested in the workshop on criminalistics, since it is my special field.
There were more than twenty scientific contributions to our workshop, all of them being on
topical problems of criminalistics and applied sciences. According to the workshop schedule |
was the last to speak. All the reports were followed by discussions, mine wasn’t an exception. |
was asked several questions and did my best to answer all of them. | spoke without even looking
into my notes and tried to make my reasoning very clear.

| also attended a poster session and found it of particular interest because | managed to
study numerous texts of the papers supplied with diagrams, drawings, schemes and photographs.

The final session with review papers was truly rewarding for it summarized all that had
been going on not only at the conference but also in the field of law for the past twelve months.

In conclusion, I'd like to say that I liked a specific atmosphere of the conference
characteristic of any scientific meeting: groups of delegates discussing something, the sight of
prominent scholars surrounded by their followers, talks, smiles, greetings, exchange of opinions.
