All Russian children have the right to education, but it is not only a right, it is a duty, too.
Education in our country is compulsory and now lasts eleven years. It consists of primary
education and secondary education.

Primary education starts at the age of 6 or 7 and continues for four years. After finishing
primary school pupils go on to secondary school. The school year starts in September and ends
in May. Generally there 4 school terms with holidays up to 10 days between them. The summer
holidays last from June to September.

Most schools in Russia are comprehensive, which take pupils of all abilities without
entrance exams. As a rule, pstudents go to school 5 days a week. But there are also specialized
schools, lyceums and gymnasiums, which give profound knowledge in various academic
subjects. In lyceums and gymnasiums students study 6 days a week.

After finishing the 9th form students must take 4 examinations. Then young people can
choose to stay at school, enter a college or a technical school. But to enter a university they have
to study for two more years (either at school or at college).

Higher education in Russia.

There are many colleges and universities in our country, but it is not easy to enter a
university or college as the competition is rather fierce. Most of the colleges and universities are
public and students do not have to pay for their education.

After 4 years of study students can pass examinations and get a bachelor’s degree, after 6
years a master’s degree.

Text 2
Education in Russia

Education is an important part of modern life.

Originally Russian education starts from the early age. Children can start going to
kindergarten from the age of two, but this is not a compulsory education. It depends on parents’
decision and child’s wish to attend this institution.

In the Russian Federation the school education is compulsory. Pupils start going to school
from the age of seven and till 16.

Mandatory education in Russia is presented by three types of schools: primary, secondary
and high.

The primary school teaches its pupils elementary skills, such as reading, writing,
counting. Many schools also offer foreign languages or some other special disciplines at this age.

The most important period is the secondary school, which starts from the 4th or 5th
grade, depending on school. This is the time when children start learning Biology, Geography,
Chemistry, Physics, Computing, and many other new subjects.

At the 9th grade children face a very important period in their life. They have to choose
whether to continue school education, or to leave for other types of educational institutions, such
as college, specialized schools and else. If the pupil decides to continue studying in high school,
which lasts for two years, he can enter the university after school graduation.

Of course, it’s only the general pattern of education in Russia, but there can also be some
exceptions nowadays. For example, there are lots of special schools, where they pay attention
only to particular subjects. Also, apart from state schools, there are a number of private schools,
where education is not free of charge.

When they complete high grades they can either continue to study at school for more 2
years, or go to a professional school where they study not only main subjects, but are able to
learn some profession. When school pupils leave school they can try to continue their educaton
in institutes or universities.

Preschool Education

Children from 3 to 6 years of age attend kindergarten. The kindergarten has age groups
for junior and senior. Each age group has its own scientifically based program. In the course of
the day the children receive meals, they are hardened by exercises in the morning, sleeping and
playing in the fresh air. There are many activities the children engage in. Some hours a day are
devoted to play.

Besides, there are educational games which serve to develop correct speech patterns,
teach children to draw, model with clay and build, there are music and singing lessons and
rhythmic.

The senior group is prepared for school. Here the children are taught to reach and to do
simple sums. These preschool subjects are conducted every day during a period of 40-50
minutes.

Attending kindergarten has a great effect on a child’s knowledge. It develops good
character traits, teaches a child to think, to be disciplined and organized. The children learn to
speak well at an early age and to express themselves in various art forms.

Special programmes based on each age group’s abilities provide the basis for the
educational work conducted by the kindergarten: the tasks and means of physical, mental, moral
and aesthetic upbringing, the scope of knowledge, habits and skills to be achieved.

The Organization of Primary Education in Russia

Primary education of children begins in the kindergartens at the age of 5-6. Children are
taught letters, counting from one to ten, doing simple sums. Lessons are organized in form of a
game. Colorful pictures, toys, didactic games are used as teaching devices. Children acquire
writing skills at the lessons of drawing. In this way children are prepared to enter a school.

In Russia children are allowed to go to school at the age of six or seven. Parents may
choose one of two programs of primary school: a three- or a four-year course of primary
education in the type of school which is called a general secondary school. In most schools of
this type children are organized in age groups according to their ability to study the program of
primary school. As a rule more able pupils can do a three-year-course program. Other children
are transferred to the next stage — a secondary school — after four years study in primary school.

There is a comparatively new type of schools in Russia — a gymnasium where children
are admitted after they pass a kind of a test. The curriculum of primary training in this school is
broader than a minimum state standard for the age group of 7-10 years. Leavers of primary stage



of gymnasium are usually transferred to specialized classes according to their abilities in
humanitarians or mathematics.

Teachers of special qualification — primary school teachers — work with children of
primary school. They teach pupils reading, writing, arithmetic, nature study. Music, physical
training, drawing and labour skills are taught by teachers of particular subjects.

Primary schools are usually housed in the same building with secondary schools under
the same director.

Parents can choose any school for their children irrespective of the district they live in.

They may transfer a child to any kind of school at any step of primary education if a child
demonstrates advanced level of knowledge or, on the contrary, falls behind his age-group on
some reason.

Compulsory primary education of all types is free in Russia except some private schools
but their number is not very large in the country.

Education in Britain is compulsory from 5 till 16. The first stageis primary school (5-11).
Children start primary school at 5 and continue until they are 11. In primary schools pupils are
taught the so-called three “R”: reading, writing and arithmetic.

The second stage is secondary school, which children start at 11. Secondary schools are
called comprehensive, they are free and take children of all abilities, without entrance exams.
There are also grammar schools which take children who pass the 11 plus exams. At 16 pupils
take a national exam called GCSE (General Certificate of Secondary Education or “O” level
(Ordinary) and they can leave school if they wish and start working. This is the end of
compulsory education. Some 16-year-olds continue their studies in the 6th form ( at school or at
a sixth-form college). The 6th form prepares pupils for a national exam called “A” level



(advanced) at the age of 18. You need “A” level to enter a university. If you don’t enter a
university you can go to college of further education to study more practical things such as
hairdressing, typing, cooking etc.

The third stage is further education at university or college. Universities and colleges of
higher education accept students with “A” levels. Most students graduate at 21 or 22 and are
given their degree. Generally universities award two kinds of degree: the Bachelor’s degree and
the Master’s degree. Altogether in Britain there are about 100 universities. The oldest and the
most famous of them are Oxford and Cambridge.

In Britain there are also private schools. They are expensive but considered to provide a
better education and good job opportunities. Private schools are boarding schools, where the
children actually live in the school.

The most famous private schools are called “public” schools and they have a long history
and traditions. Children from wealthy and aristocratic families often go to the same public
schools as their parents and grand parents. The best known of these schools is Eton.

Some more facts about education in Britain:

The academic year in Britain usually begins in September runs to early July; it has three
terms, divided by the Christmas and Easter holidays. In addition all schools have a “half-term”
holiday lasting for a few days or a week, in the middle of each term.

Compulsory education is free.

In Britain education is compulsory, but schooling is not. It means that parents have right
to educate their children at home if they wish. But the authorities have no right to enter people’s
homes or make routine checks on children’s progress. The responsibility rests on the parents.

Children learn in different ways and at different times and speed and that is the main
reason that some parents choose home education for their children. Some other reasons are:

distance from school

religious beliefs

dissatisfaction with the system

bulling

child’s unwillingness or inability to go to school

special educational needs.

Let's summarize the information about the education system in the UK:

1. There are three stages of education in Britain:

the first stage is primary education (5-11). There are infant schools (5-7) and junior
school (7-11). In primary schools pupils are taught the so-called three “R”: reading, writing and
arithmetic.

the second stage is secondary education (11- 18) Two last years (6th form) may be spent
in a separate sixth-form college, which concentrates on career training.

the third stage is further education at university or college.

2. There is the National Curriculum (rocymapcrBennsiii ydeOHbli miaan), Which was
introduced in Britain in 1988. It tells pupils what subjects they have to study, what they must
learn and when they have to take assessment tests.

3. There are three types of state secondary schools in Britain:

1) grammar schools (for the most intelligent children)

2) modern schools (for less intelligent children)

3) comprehensive schools ( for children of all abilities, without entrance exams)

Grammar schools lead towards higher education, the others give general education to
prepare students for employment.

The System of Education in England

The system of education in England is divided into state and private. There are three
stages in the state educational system: primary, secondary and further education. Primary
education includes Infant and Junior schools. Secondary education means grammar, technical,
modern and comprehensive schools. Further education includes a university, a college and
polytechnics.

All children between the age of 5 and 16 receive full-time education. They may attend
state or public schools. This education is compulsory. Some children may continue their
schooling at the 6-th form up to 18, the age of entering higher educational establishments.

The first age is the primary school. The infant and junior schools are in the same building

An infant school is for children of 5-7, a junior school — of 7-11. Children receive their
primary education up to 11.

Nowadays there is a non-selective system of secondary education. Graduating from the
primary school all pupils direct to a Comprehensive school. The comprehensive school provides
secondary education for pupils of all abilities. This type of schooling combines grammar,
technical and modern schools.

Studies at a secondary school contain two principal levels: ordinary (O-level) and
advanced (A-level). Pupils take O-level at the age of 15-16. They take A-level after two years in
the 6-th form at the age of 17-18. There is an exam which pupils can take instead of O-level. It is
called the C.S.E. (Certificate of Secondary Education) and it is not so difficult as O-level.

Private system of primary and secondary education is always paid and differs from state
education. It has its own structure.

Further or higher education consists of full-time and part-time education. Education at
higher educational institutions is paid. The cost of studies is high and depends on the type of a
college and speciality.

The common types of higher education are colleges and polytechnics. The academic year
is divided into three terms. Teaching combines lectures, practical instructions and seminars or
tutorials. The University gives the highest education. The curriculum is wider and the course of
studies is longer than in colleges. Universities are also administrative centers, which arrange
lectures, hold exams and give degrees. The leading universities are Oxford, Cambridge. Oxford
and Cambridge are the oldest universities having the tutorial system of education.

Education in the USA

School education in the United States lasts 12 years, and it has its own features in each
state. Let’s consider the main characteristics of the education system in the United States. The
education system in America has 3 levels: primary, secondary and higher. Educational
institutions are divided into public and private. Pupils go to school 5 days a week and usually
have 5 or 6 lessons a day.

The development of interest in learning, the formation of the child’s personality begins in
nurseries and kindergartens that children attend from 3 to 5 years. While playing, they
comprehend the basics of reading, writing. The child’s comprehensive development is facilitated
by modeling, drawing, music, and physical exercises.

Having reached the age of 6 years, the children pass the test, which determines the level
of their development and mental abilities. According to its results, students are divided into
groups of “gifted”, “normal”, “incapable”, and the corresponding first classes of primary school
are formed. High requirements are imposed on the knowledge of students in the first group, since
they are oriented towards higher education institutions. In primary school, students learn English,
Mathematics, Geography, Natural sciences, History, Drawing, Singing, Physical Education,
Wood or Metal Work.

After graduating from primary school, American students go to secondary school, which
lasts from 6 to 12 grades. Starting from the 8th grade, students have the opportunity to choose
the subjects necessary for entering higher educational institutions. Obligatory subjects are
English, Mathematics, Natural science, Physical Education, Music, Art, Wood or Metal Work.

There are several types of secondary schools: academic, professional, multidisciplinary.
If students are focused on higher education, they choose an academic school, for which they
must pass a test and show a result above 90%. Professional schools prepare students for practical
activities.

Student knowledge is verified through annual testing. In order to receive a diploma of
secondary education, it is necessary to take tests for the last four years in sixteen academic
courses.

Students who have completed secondary school and wish to pursue higher education go



to colleges and universities, where they receive a bachelor’s or master’s degree and are engaged
in research work.

The Montessori Method

Montessori schools were started in 1907 by an Italian woman named Maria Montessori.

Programs that carry her name vary significantly, although the teachers should be trained
in the Montessori method. Many Montessori schools are preschools only, others go through the
eighth grade.

As an example, here's how Kathy Cox, director of Bellevue Montessori School in
Bellevue, Washington, explains her school:

In each classroom there is family-style grouping; children ages three to five are together.

The learning materials available were designed by Maria Montessori for a specific
purpose and developmental age. In the classroom, there are four distinct areas:

Practical life. Here the children learn to pour and stir, cut and paste, use the art easel and
the like.

The focus is on learning concentration, and refining large and fine motor skills.

Sensory materials. Children work with objects that teach size and color discrimination.
For example, one child would put a series of different-sized cylinders in a row from largest to
smallest. Children also learn to track from left to right, which is important for reading.

Language and reading. In this center, children learn letters phonetically. They learn with
their eyes and ears, and also by touching letters cut from sandpaper.

Math. Children learn to count, add and subtract by manipulating objects such as beads or
beans. They also are taught to recognize numbers.

The most important aspect of the Montessori method, says Cox, is that teachers respect
the children and the work they do, and don't talk down to them.

Text 2
The pedagogical heritage of Ya.A. Komensky

Comensky's merit lies in the fact that he was essentially for the first time able to
comprehend and generalize the accumulated experience of upbringing and education of the
younger generations in the family and school, revealed the fundamental flaws in the practice of
upbringing of his time and developed a harmonious pedagogical system that takes into account
the peculiarities of the natural development of children and contributes to this development.

Comenius was the founder of pedagogical realism, not only coming out with a
devastating criticism of the scholastic school of the Middle Ages with its exclusive attention to
the Latin language, but also developing a new content of education based on the latest
achievements of the sciences of that time.

The school, according to Comenius, should acquaint with things and phenomena of the
real world, and not with the words denoting them, and even in Latin, incomprehensible to
children. Teaching a language, first native and only later Latin, as well as the languages of the
surrounding peoples, should be inextricably linked with communicating specific and useful
knowledge to students that can be used in everyday life, in practical activities.

These provisions of Comenius were not just speculative reasoning. Having created a
pedagogical theory on the basis of a new concept of upbringing, he tried to organize schools of a
new type, compiled a number of textbooks that, during his lifetime, spread throughout Europe,
were used in America and Asian countries.

Teacher’s Profession

While
communication with children a teacher studies them. The teacher must know the pupils’ interest
beyond the classrooms, share their concerns , and learn about their needs and abilities. He or she
must be well aware of the pupils’ good and bad sides, too.

Classroom climate depends a lot of the relations between a teacher and a pupil. Mutual
respect of the teacher and the pupils is necessary if one wants to create a good and fruitful
atmosphere at the lessons. To achieve this, the teachers thinking should be on a higher level than
that of the pupils.

It is the main aim of education to help children to live in the community and to prepare
for real life situations school becomes a place for work and play, for living and learning. A
teacher takes an active part in shaping a child’s character, fostering honesty, kindness and
cooperation.

Teaching is a very difficult job but those who are well equipped for it will have a happy
and interesting life.

A Job Interview

- Why do you want to be a teacher?

- | had trouble reading as a child My 4th grade teacher, Mrs. Paulette, introduced us to an
amazing list of short stories and books. She read to us and worked with us on reading
comprehension. Her care switched on an unquenchable thirst that led me to read thousands of
books on topics as diverse as history, biology, sociology, and nature. Mrs. Paulette’s attention
forever changed my outlook on life. Since then, I’ve known I wanted to do exactly what she did-
to give children tools to last for their entire lives.

- What is your teaching philosophy?

- I believe in teaching to each student’s passion. For instance, in one kindergarten class,
my students had trouble with punctuation. | observed that one student, Mary, suddenly got
excited about apostrophes. | fueled her passion with a big book on punctuation. Her enthusiasm
was contagious, and soon the entire class was asking bright and animated questions. Whenever
possible, I try to deliver structured lessons in an unstructured way like this.

- How much do you want to know about your students in order to be most helpful to
them?

- I need to know a student’s learning styles, passions, and challenges. One difficult
student, Tim, was disruptive in class. | joined him on the playground on and off. It turned out he
was being bullied after school by his brother’s friends. I spoke with Tim’s parents, and they had
no idea. Tim became my star student, and as a result, my whole class got quieter and easier to



teach.

- How can you help our school/students?

- I’ve talked to several of your teachers and heard about their challenges with classroom
management. My own classroom management skills are highly developed. I've taken 18
continuing education credits in class management from the University of Phoenix’s online
program. | was commended at my last school after fully engaging a class with over 25%
disruptive students. | used a mix of nonverbal cues, transition cues, timeouts, and several other
kernel-based strategies. | believe | can be just as effective here.

- What do you find most frustrating about teaching?

- 1 get very frustrated with bright kids who become overconfident and don’t apply
themselves. There’s nothing sadder or more common than wasted potential. At my last position,
I worked with several children who weren’t trying. I implemented a research-based program to
incorporate student ideas into the lesson plan. The addition of their thoughts created more
complete engagement. Test scores went up 15% in just two months.

- Why should we hire you to teach here?

- I'm well aware of your new technology initiative. We were tasked with the same
challenge at my last school. Thanks to my strong tech background, | was able to add online
quizzes easily. The students loved them, and they cut administrative processing by 25%.

- How would you get your classroom ready for the first day of school?

- | want my classroom to be welcoming and nurturing. | also make the ground rules
obvious. A welcome sign and labeled desks help students feel at home from day one. Engaging
posters and other visual aids help create a sense of excitement. Beyond fun, a large list of rules
and consequences at the front of the room helps the class start on the right foot.

- Why do we teach (science, math, French, etc.) in school?

- I’ve always believed our future depends on regular people using science in day-to-day
decisions. Science is at the core of a sense of wonder for our natural world. That wonder can
drive students to improve their learning skills. It can take them places they never thought they’d

go.

- How do you evaluate your students?

- | evaluate students with formal and informal methods, including quizzes and tests. | also
grade in-class activities like reports, recitations, desk work, and group activities. One student,
Terry, showed a strong grasp of concepts during in-class activities, but performed poorly during
testing. Through working closely with him, I uncovered an undiagnosed vision problem. Terry
got corrective lenses and his test scores rose to match his in-class comprehension.

A good teacher learns all life long. Most teachers now go to a University to get higher
education.

University learning is a process of self education more than at a special secondary school.
At university you must plan you work for weeks or even month aheadl. You take examinations
at the end of each term. During a term you have no exams. But during the term you have
seminars, laboratory works, tests, translations, reports.

So you and your university teachers control your academic progress through the results of
your self preparations for seminars, tests and laboratory work.

So you have to develop effective ways and methods of study. University demands are
heavier than schools demands. And methods of study at the University are different.

Many students think that study is memorizing subject-matter2 and then reproducing it
during oral or written examination. They are wrong. Of course in every subject there is elements
that you must memorize at the University you will have information from various sources. You



must be able what information is useful for you. So, you must develop method of thinking and
choosing necessary information. The most effective methods of choosing information are:
analysis of and criticism of books, lectures and articles, making summaries, experiments, solving
problems.

Through these methods of working you begin to understand theories, decide problem and
then make your own reports, essays and theses.

Choosing sources of information, choosing information from these sources, analyzing
this information and making your own decision are the ways of your self-education. And
selfeducation is the part of you which is always growing.

Each school has close ties between the teaching staff and the parents. The school and
family are one of the most decisive factors in an achieving success in the upbringing and
education of children.

Class parents’ meetings are the basic channels through which the teachers keep in touch
with the parents. The agenda of a meeting includes questions of current interest to the school,
various educations problems concerning the child’s schedule at home, help in doing homework
and behaviour problems. It covers everything of importance in strengthening the ties between
school and the family.

Parents are the school’s most active helpers. In each school a parents’ committee is
elected at a general parents’ meeting. It is made up of parents of children from each grade.

The parents’ committee helps the principal in organizing school parties, sports events,
clubs and other recreational events. The committee has its own fund. These funds are used for
cultural activities of the children, for the prized and various social activities outside the school.



All means of contact, the co-ordinate activities of the school and parents are the concrete
forms of the school’s activities between family and teachers’ staff. Parents help teachers to
prepare classrooms for the new school year.

The Teaching Staff

The school’s teaching staff consists of the principal, his assistance, the teachers, the
librarian and the school doctor. Together they form the pedagogical council. The chairman of the
parents’ committee is also a member of the pedagogical council.

The school’s administrators (the principal and his assistants) are appointed from among
the teachers who have a higher education, the necessary teaching experience and are good
organizers.

All basic pedagogical problems are decided upon collectively through discussions at the
pedagogical council. It is the creative laboratory for the teaching staff. Each member has the
right and opportunity to freely express his opinions, to offer suggestions and to see to it that they
are brought up for discussion.

The final result of the year, half-year, or even quarter, the tasks and plans of educational
work are discussed by a given school. There are methodological sections. The more experienced
and respected teachers are chairmen of the methodological sections. The various problems of
teaching methods and the new curricula are discussed.

The school’s administrative staff visit the classrooms during lessons, they conduct tests in
the various grades when necessary, check the pupils’ notebooks, the class register and take an
active part in the work of the methodological sections.

The Convention on the Rights of the Children

The rights of children and the standards to which all govern- ments must aspire in
realizing these rights for all children, are formulat- ed in the Convention on the Rights of the
Child. The Convention is the most universally accepted human rights instrument in history — it
has been ratified by every country in the world except two. By ratifying this instrument, national
governments have committed themselves to protecting and ensuring children’s rights.

Built on varied legal systems and cultural traditions, the Convention on the Rights of the
Child is a universally agreed set of non-negotiablestand- ards and obligations. It spells out the
basic human rights that children everywhere — without discrimination — have: the right to
survival; to develop to the fullest; to protection from harmful influences, abuse and exploitation,
and to participate fully in family, cultural and social life.Every right spelled out in the
Convention is inherent to the human dignity and harmonious development of every child.

The Conventionprotects children’s rights bysetting standards in health care, educationand
legal, civil and socialservices. These standards are benchmarksagainst which progress can be
assessed. States that are party to theConvention are obliged to develop and undertakeall
actionsand poli-cies in the light of the best interests of the child.

The Convention on the Rights of the Child was care fullydraftedover the course of 10
years (1979-1989)with  theinput ofrepresenta-tives fromall societies, all religions
andallcultures. TheConventionhas become the most widely accepted human rights treaty ever.
Somepeople assume that the rightsofchildrenborninwealthynations — where schools, hospitals
and juvenile justice systems are in place — are never violated, that these children have no need
for the protection and care called for in the Convention. But that is far from the truth. To varying
degrees, at least some children in all nations face unemployment, homelessness, violence,
poverty and other issues that dramatically affect their lives.All of us are born with human rights
— a principle the Convention on the Rights of the Child makes very clear. They belong to each
and every one of us equally. Children living in developing countries have the same rights as
children in wealthy countries.

The Convention places equal emphasis on all of the rights for children. Because of its
near-universalacceptance by the community of na- tions, the Convention on the Rights of the
Child has brought into sharp focus for the first time the fundamental human dignity of all
children and the urgency of ensuring theirwell-beingand development. TheConvention on
theRights of the Child specifically refers to the familyasthe fundamentalgroupofsociety and the
natural environmentforthe growth and well-beingof its members, particularly children. Under the
Convention,States are obliged torespect parents’ prima-ryresponsibility forprovidingcare and
guidancefor their childrenandto support parents in this regard, providing material assistance and
sup- port programmes. States are also obliged to prevent children from being separated from
their families unless the separation is judged necessary for the child’s best interests.The
Convention on the Rights of the Child confirms that children have a right to express their views
and to have their views taken seriously and given due weight — but it does not state that
children’s views are the only ones to be considered. The Convention also states that children
have a responsibility to respect the rights of others, especially those of parents.The principle of
non-discriminationis included in all the basic hu- man rights instruments and has been carefully
defined by the bodies responsible for monitoring their implementation.

The Convention on the Rights of the Child was adopted and opened for signature,
ratification and accession by General Assembly resolution 44/25 of 20 November 1989. It
entered into force 2 September 1990, in accordance with article 49.

Teaching Children With Developmental Disabilities: Classroom ldeas

When working with children with developmental disabilities, teachers can accomplish a
great deal by managing the learning environment proactively to prevent behavior problems and
promote learning.

Here are additional classroom ideas for accommodating students with significant special
needs:

1. Use visual cues to orient student in the classroom. Children with developmental
disabilities can be much more independent when they have strong visual cues to guide them
through the physical space of the classroom. You can, for example:

- Use boundary markers such as barriers (e.g., bookcases or other furniture), rugs, and
colored tape on the floor to represent boundaries between spaces that are used for different
functions. Marked boundaries make it easier for children to know when they are in a space that is
dedicated to play, one that is set aside for study, etc. The reality, of course, is that most
classroom space is used for multiple purposes. In multi-use spaces, you can employ signs or
other visual cues to mark that the space is being used for a particular purpose at a specific time.
For example, you might create a sign with a picture of children eating snacks along with the
words 'Snack time," and post that sign on a table to signify that snacks are about to be served.

- Store common classroom materials (e.g., school supplies, games) on accessible shelves
or in see-through storage containers. When needed, provide labels for these materials (using
pictures paired with words). Train students in the procedures that you want them to use in
accessing the materials (e.g., first raise hand, then request teacher permission, then go to supplies
shelf to get a pencil.)

2. Create a plan to help the student to generalize their learning across settings and
situations. Children with significant disabilities are likely to need explicit programming to
generalize skills that they have learned in a particular classroom setting to other settings or



situations.

- Teach only a small number of 'key' skills at one time so that you will have enough time
to work with the student on generalizing each mastered skill. After the student has mastered a
skill in one setting, list other settings or situations in which you would like the student to show
the skill. Then create a training plan to help the student to use the skill in these novel settings. If
a child has mastered the task of delivering appropriate social greetings in your classroom, for
instance, you might take the child to the school main office, prompt them to greet others, and
provide praise or rewards for their successful performance.

- Keep other members of the child's teaching team (e.g., parent, speech pathologist,
regular-education teacher) informed about what skills the identified student has mastered.
Provide ideas to them about how they can encourage the student to use the skill in a new setting
and/or with different people and how to reinforce the child for doing so.

The Montessori Method

Montessori schools were started in 1907 by an Italian woman named Maria Montessori.

Programs that carry her name vary significantly, although the teachers should be trained
in the Montessori method. Many Montessori schools are preschools only, others go through the
eighth grade.

As an example, here's how Kathy Cox, director of Bellevue Montessori School in
Bellevue, Washington, explains her school:

In each classroom there is family-style grouping; children ages three to five are together.

The learning materials available were designed by Maria Montessori for a specific
purpose and developmental age. In the classroom, there are four distinct areas:

Practical life. Here the children learn to pour and stir, cut and paste, use the art easel and
the like.

The focus is on learning concentration, and refining large and fine motor skills.

Sensory materials. Children work with objects that teach size and color discrimination.
For example, one child would put a series of different-sized cylinders in a row from largest to
smallest. Children also learn to track from left to right, which is important for reading.

Language and reading. In this center, children learn letters phonetically. They learn with
their eyes and ears, and also by touching letters cut from sandpaper.

Math. Children learn to count, add and subtract by manipulating objects such as beads or
beans. They also are taught to recognize numbers.

The most important aspect of the Montessori method, says Cox, is that teachers respect
the children and the work they do, and don't talk down to them.
